under an Apache 2.0 license, DNP3 is a Smart Grid protocol that allows for communication between field
devices and control systems, such as SCADA (Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition), while Reef is the
open source version of the company'sGreenBus platform. Additionally, Green Energy says that future projects
may include developer’s tools, simulators, Modbus and IEC 61850 protocols, as well as MultiSpeak adaptors.
